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IMPORTANT NOTICE TO EXHIBITORS (ESPECIALLY IF THIS IS YOUR FIRST SHOW :- )

A goat show is quite a bit of work, both for the show committee and the exhibitors, so the show committee asks that you read the following to help the shows run smoothly.  After all, the goal of each show is for everyone to enjoy himself and have a lot of fun.
Before the show:

 Read the Rules and Regulations! They contain most of what you need to know.

 Make sure you have all the registration papers back so you’ll have them for the show.  In order to show, you must have either the registration paper itself or a copy of the application stamped by the AGS office (for kids under six months of age only).  When registering kids under six months of age, send a duplicate application and a stamped, self-addressed envelope.  On the front of the envelope you send your papers in write “stamp duplicates” and “needed before June 14”.  The office will immediately send you back your duplicate application stamped “Received”, which you can use in lieu of registration papers.  Bring your registration papers and/or stamped duplicates to the show!  You will not be allowed to show animals without them.

 Place the papers in your notebook in the same order that you entered them on the entry form.  This speeds up the sign-in process.

 If you need to make changes to your entry, please call the show secretary as soon as you realize it (preferably not the night before the show, when she is rushing to get ready).  If you have changes that must be made the day of the show, come early.  If you can’t attend the show, call ahead, or ask another exhibitor to let the show secretary know.  Don’t just not show up!

 It’s a good idea, especially if you are showing a lot of goats, to make up a little card for each animal with its name, date of birth and kidding date.  This is extremely important when other people are showing for you.  Just hand them the card so they will know who the animal is and other pertinent information.

Scratches:

· Sometimes it’s necessary to scratch an entry.  If you scratch, make sure you tell the show secretary before the class your animal is supposed to be in.

On show day:

 Arrive in plenty of time to check in. Go to the secretary’s desk with your registration papers as soon as you arrive, or send one of your party if you want to get the goats unloaded right away.  Don’t wait to be called.  Allow plenty of time for the unloading and settling in of your animals, check-in, and a little breathing time for yourself before the show starts.

 Purchase a program and utilize it.  It shows the order of the show, and tells you which classes your animals are in.  Before the show starts, highlight your animals in the program so you can more easily see the classes you have entered.  It’s also a good idea to keep a copy of your entry blank, which will also tell you which classes your animals are in.

 Assemble all your animals for the show that’s about to be judged.  It’s a good idea to either have a chain with lots of snaps that can be put up near the show ring, or have someone hold the rest of your animals while you are in the show ring.  Have your animals ready to go in the ring upon completion of the class before yours.  We can’t go searching for you if you aren’t ready, and you risk missing your class.  If you have lots of animals and you need help, let us know.  There are usually friendly fellow goat owners willing to show, hold goats by the show ring or to just lend a hand in general.

 Stay in the ring after your animals are judged until the ring steward has recorded all the placings and the ribbons handed out.

After you show your animals:

 If your animals place first or second, don’t put them away!  Keep them near ringside.  They have to come back for the judging of Grand and Reserve Grand Champion (bucks also need to be judged for Junior and Reserve Champion).  If your buck kid wins Junior Champion, he will also have to go in the ring for the judging of Grand Champion and Reserve Grand Champion against the Senior and Reserve Senior Champions.  If more than one of your animals needs to go back in for this class, ask ahead of time for help showing them.

 If you win either Grand Champion or Reserve Grand Champion, bring the animal to the desk immediately after being placed to have the tattoos read and the height measured.  You’ll also need your registration papers.  After the show secretary has entered all the information on the official show report, check it over carefully, making sure all the information is filled in and is correct, and sign it exactly as your name appears on the registration papers.  If you are showing the animal for someone who isn’t at the show, you can still sign as “agent”.  All information and signatures must be on the report, or your win will not be official.

We hope this will help you help us to make this show run as smooth as glass.  You’ll be able to get home earlier, and there will be much less stress and frustration for all involved.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

AGS SHOW RULES:
AGS rules shall govern. An original AGS registration certificate is required for all animals to be shown in sanctioned classes unless the animal is less than six months of age. In that case a stamped duplicate will be accepted. The Grand Champions and Reserve Grand Champions will be measured and their heights recorded, and their tattoos will be checked and recorded. All animals must be measured at or below the maximum height limits (22.5” does, 23.5” bucks) with an official measuring stick as they enter the show ring for their class. .  ALL ANIMALS ENTERED MUST HAVE ALREADY BEEN AGS REGISTERED AND TATTOOED AND THEIR REGISTRATION NUMBER MUST BE INCLUDED ON THEIR ENTRY FORM. An exception is kids under 6 months of age who may be shown with an official AGS stamped duplicate of their registration application. If any information is missing from the entry form, the animal will be considered a "write-in" and charged double. Original AGS registration papers must be current. ALL transfers of ownership must be processed through AGS at the time of entry, unless you will be showing a goat as agent.  NO refunds will be given.

SHOWS:  
One show each will be held for senior does, junior does and bucks.  These shows are sanctioned by the American Goat Society, and its rules shall govern.  The sponsor is Nigerians Unlimited and Joanne Karohl.  These shows are sanctioned by AGS for registered Nigerian Dwarf does and bucks only.  The base date for computing animals’ ages is July 25, 2009.

ENTRY FEES:  

PLEASE E-MAIL ENTRIES IF AT ALL POSSIBLE! To be eligible for regular entry fees, entries must be postmarked or emailed on or before July 18, 2009, and must be accompanied by an entry fee (mailed to the show chair and postmarked by the deadline) of $9.00 per animal.  There is no entry fee for showmanship. Group classes and Champion Challenge entries will be $2.00.  Entries emailed or postmarked after July 18 will be accepted (if they arrive in time!), but must be accompanied by an entry fee of $11.00 per animal. Day of show entries MAY be accepted, at the rate of $12 per animal.  Make check payable to Joanne Karohl and send to the Show Chair at the above address.

SUBSTITUTIONS: 
Substitutions may be made.  Exhibitors wishing to substitute animals must do so before 9:30 am on show day. Substitutions within classes only, please.

CHECK-IN:

Exhibitors can arrive Saturday morning only and may remain until after the show.  All exhibitors must check in with the show secretary between 7:30 and 8:30 am on Saturday.  Late arrivals may not be shown. The original registration certificate is required for animals over 6 months of age; applications stamped “received” by the AGS office are acceptable for animals under 6 months old. Proof of animal’s ownership is the name on the registration certificate or on the stamped duplicate.

PENS:

This is a “Trailer Show,” and there will be no pens available.  Bring your own pens, hay, feed and bedding.  Exhibitors MUST LEAVE THEIR AREA IN THE SAME CONDITION AS THEY FOUND IT.  Bedding will be able to be brought to a manure pile, but we must not leave piles of shavings in the show area. If we do not comply with this requirement, we will not be allowed to return next year.

MILKOUT:

There will be no pre-show milkout, but it is highly recommended that exhibitors empty their milkers’ udders either by milking or allowing kids to nurse no earlier than 6:00 pm on the evening before each show. Any milking animal showing over distention of the udder is subject to discrimination by the judge who may require the animal to be milked out Please do not over bag your does.

HEALTH RULES:

All animals MUST be accompanied by appropriate health papers/vet certificates as well as AGS certificate of registration or stamped duplicate of registration application, which identify the animal by tattoo.  All animals will be inspected before they are allowed entry to the show facility. Any animal that is not accompanied by appropriate papers and/or does not pass health inspection will be denied entry, as will its herd mates. No refunds. NO EXCEPTIONS! All animals must be free of evidence of the following diseases: foot rot, mange, pink eye, ringworm, warts and cow pox, sore mouth and scrapie exposure. All animals entering Massachusetts fair grounds from out of state or within the state must be accompanied by a valid health certificate signed by an accredited veterinarian certifying that the animals are clinically free of infectious or contagious disease and exposure from such disease. These certificates must be available upon request to health inspectors and must be dated Jan. 1, 2008 or later. It is strongly recommended that all goats be currently vaccinated against Rabies. If the exhibitor’s state is not TB-accredited or Brucellosis-free, then the exhibitor must call the Massachusetts Division of Animal Health for entry requirements (617-626-1795).

DISCLAIMER:

The show facility cannot be held responsible for loss or any damage from any cause at a Nigerians Unlimited show. Animals and exhibitors enter at their own risk

BARN RULES:

Children MUST be supervised by an adult at ALL times. No dogs will be permitted on the show grounds. NO smoking or open flanes are allowed in the show area.
PROGRAMS:

Programs are available at $1.00 each.  Please enter amount needed on entry form and include amount due with check.

FOOD:
We will provide coffee, donuts, soda, snacks, and bottled water for purchase. We will organize a trip to a nearby pizza and sandwich shop for anyone who wants to send out for lunch.

SPECIAL CLASSES:
There is a $2.00 charge for each Group class entry and each Champion Challenge entry.  All animals entered in group classes must have been shown in her/his age class.

AWARDS:
AGS Awards: Junior and Senior Does are sanctioned separately. The Grand Champion Junior Doe, the Grand Champion Senior Doe and the Grand Champion Buck will each be awarded a "leg" toward an AGS Master Championship, if eligible. The champions and reserve champions will be awarded rosettes and certificates.  Trophy prizes or premiums may be awarded.

CUSTOMS:
It is suggested (but not required) that exhibitors wear white shirts/blouses and white, khaki, or black pants in the show ring. Reminder: "whites" convey the "Dairy" image; Khaki with white shirt is the 4H "uniform", particularly when the clover is applied). It is also customary (but not required) for Nigerian Dwarf Dairy goats to be shown with their coats clipped.

SHOWMANSHIP:

No Entry Fees for these classes. No pre-entry required. These classes are open to exhibitors of all ages.
MISC:

Please keep the grounds and  buildings clean.There will be a $30.00 charge for checks not honored by the exhibitor’s bank.
